The Course

needed to progress into employment or further education. You will develop practical
experience in industry during your compulsory work placement, as well as your input on
the Animal Management Centre, where you will work with wallabies, lemurs, birds, fish,
small mammals, reptiles, amphibians, insects and more, in addition to carrying out
practical tasks in our state-of-the-art commercial kennels. You will study a range of
animal related subjects to develop a strong foundation of animal science understanding
to move onto the Level 3 programme the following year if desired.

Time Required on Campus

You will normally be in college four days a week.

Work Experience

You will complete a minimum of 150 external work experience hours at an animal related placement that you are responsible for securing once you have started
your course. You will also complete time on our animal unit.

How You're Assessed

You will be assessed through synoptic assignments, external exams, internal theory assessments, and practical work. Upon completion of the course you will be
graded Pass, Merit, Distinction, or Distinction*.
